It has been almost four years since we have held exhibits during our Convention and we have missed you!  We would be happy to have you participate in our July 2010 show!

The next convention of Soroptimist International of the Americas will take place at the Hilton San Francisco Union Square in San Francisco, California, Wednesday, July 7 through Saturday, July 10, 2010. We have a very high concentration of members in California and the surrounding states so we are expecting record attendance. We are planning on hosting approximately 1,800 Soroptimists from 19 countries! If you are not familiar with Soroptimist and would like to learn more, please visit our website at www.soroptimist.org Additional benefits to exhibiting will include a listing on our website and in the convention program, and the chance to reach almost 2,000 business and professional women on the exhibit floor. 

Tentative set-up time is Wednesday, July 7 from 8:00 a.m. -12:00 noon. During set up there will be an Exhibitor service desk on the floor If you need to hire labor to set up your booth you may do so at that time. Full-time employees of exhibiting companies may set their own exhibits provided that one person can accomplish the task in less than one-half (1/2) hour without the use of tools or exceed 10’ in any direction. If the exhibit preparation, installation, or dismantling requires more than one-half (1/2) hour, exhibitors must use personnel supplied by the Official Services Contractor. All work involved in the loading and unloading of all trucks, trailers and common and contract carriers, as well as the handling of empty crates and the operation of material handling equipment, is under union jurisdiction.  Full-time employees of exhibiting companies may ‘hand carry’ material provided they do not use material handling equipment, one person, one occurrence per booth. 
Exhibit hours will be July 7 from 12:00 noon - 6:00 p.m.; July 8 from 8:00 a.m. - 5:30 p.m.; July 9 from 8:00 a.m. - 6:00 p.m.; July 10 from 8:00 a.m. – 6:00 p.m. Teardown is after 6:00 p.m. on Saturday, July 10.

Booth prices will be $750 for a 10’ x 10’ draped booth (8’ high back wall and 3’ high side rails), two chairs, one 8 foot draped table, one wastebasket and ID sign. Booth price will include one 500 watt outlet electrical hookup if needed. If you wish to exhibit, a 50% deposit if $375 will be due by April 5, 2010. Booth assignments will be based on the order in which the deposit payments are received.
Group hotel rates at the Hilton San Francisco Union Square are $182 single/double per night plus tax ($211 total) if reservations are made by June12, 2010.
