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Soroptimist Snapshot Report – June 2009
Survey Description

In June 2009, a seven question survey on SIA’s magazine Best for Women was sent to the Soroptimist Snapshot email list. The email list had 15,057 recipients at the time the survey was sent – 82% were delivered and 52% were opened. The survey was viewed by 1,560 recipients and 62% completed to the survey (961).
